loop. Our inspirational and educational programme will 
explore the parallels and differences between aural and 
visual art and how their arbitrary definition can change 
content and meaning. Instead of the more common ways 
in which music and photography are observers of each 
other, we intimately connect them.other, we intimately connect them.

Through slitscan photography, we will present the frac-
tures of time integrated within a single image. Away from 
the concept of photography as snapshot, harmonies and 
repetitions through time emerge. The image starts to 
mirror the musical score, visualising rhythm, tempo and 
pitch. Connecting photography and music we will go from 
the elaborate reality to the basics behind, with music for 
voice,voice, viola and piano by Bridge, Brahms, Ben-Haim, 
Golijov, Piazzolla, Villa Lobos and others.

Gareth Davies (photography) specialises in slitscan panoramic photogra-
phy, enabling the capture of progress, repetition and time within a single 
integrated still image. 

Susanne Mecklenburg (voice) has studied with her singing teacher and 
pianist William Hancox since 2002 and regularly performs in solo concerts 
in the UK, Italy and Switzerland. 

WilliamWilliam Hancox (piano) has performed as a solo pianist, chamber musician 
and accompanist throughout the UK and abroad. He has played in all major 
concert halls in London and broadcast for Classic FM and the BBC. His 
teaching activities have included positions at London’s Guildhall School of 
Music and Drama and Trinity College of Music, as well as the Britten-Pears 
School in Aldeburgh. 

AndriyAndriy Viytovych (viola) is recognised as one of Britain’s finest and most 
versatile performers. He is currently Principal Viola of the Royal Opera 
House London, Covent Garden, Principal Viola of the English Sinfonia and a 
Professor of Viola at the Royal College of Music in London.
